CODE OF CONDUCT 
 

1. No new players can be added to the roster once league play has begun. 
 

2. All players must sign a Waiver of Liability before they will be allowed to start in league play. 
 

3. Forfeit time is 15 minutes after game time and may be called by referee or director. 
 

4. Referees are in control of the game. Any continuous arguing with the referee will result in ejection from 
the game. 

 
5. Any act of violence to a referee, before, during, or after the game will result in an automatic ejection 

from the game and the center. A suspension for the remainder of the session will also be enforced.  
**Violent acts include, but are not limited to, motioning toward an official, cursing at an official, 
touching and official in a harmful way, or throwing the ball at an official. Actions such as these 
will not be tolerated. 

       
6. Fighting, pushing, shoving, cursing between players, etc… will not be tolerated. Any players, or     
      spectators   involved in this type of activity will be ejected from the game or asked to leave the center. 
 
7. All teams entering a league agree to finish league play regardless of win/loss record, except for an           

Emergency approved by the league director. Any team withdrawing without approval will not be 
allowed to participate in future leagues. Once league play has begun, there will not be any refunds 
for any reason.  
 
 

      HOUSE RULES
